Additionally, he stresses the need 
to find longer term solutions by improving educational and economic opportunities, addressing 
intergenerational conflict which could prolong the conflict dynamic and engaging more comprehensively in the 
analysis of child abductions as well as other issues relating to children in Uganda (such as child prostitution, child 
abuse, underage marriage etc.) which have emerged through the conflict.

Abstract: Based on an investigation in Burma, Thailand and China, this 135-page report finds that Burmese military 
recruiters target children in order to meet unrelenting demands for new recruits due to continued army 
expansion, high desertion rates and a lack of willing volunteers. Non-state armed groups, including ethnic-based 
insurgent groups, also recruit and use child soldiers, though in far smaller numbers. Military recruiters and 
civilian brokers receive cash payments and other incentives for each new recruit, even if the recruit clearly 
violates minimum age or health standards.
